The judging panel is composed of 3 long term members of the FunGIS geospatial

community. Judges will individually score each nomination based on the criteria listed

below, scores will be averaged and the highest scoring submission deemed the winner.

Judges will recuse themselves from judging nominations where there is a conflict of

interest.

Judges’ decisions are final and no correspondence will be exchanged after the winners

are announced on 14 August 2025.
